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OVER 30 YEARS 
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RESULTS
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Since 1990, Canadian law required 
those benefiting financially from re-
transmitting audiovisual works  
to compensate the owners of those 
works. Satellite, cable, and other re-
transmitters began to pay for the 
“retransmission right” created as 
part of Canadian copyright reform 
and the Canada-United States  
Free Trade Agreement (FTA). 
 
The CRC was founded by the indus-
try associations that went  
on to become the Canadian Media 
Producers Association (CMPA).  
Our mission is to collect royalties  
for the retransmission of “distant 
signals” in Canada and distribute 
these royalties to our rightsholders –  
film and television producers from 
across Canada and around the 
world. 
 
Retransmission of distant signals 
occurs when a satellite, cable,  
or other telecommunications com-
pany picks up over-the-air broadcast 
signals and retransmits them to its 
own subscribers who  
live outside the normal reach  
of those broadcast signals. These 
companies are required to compen-
sate rightsholders for the use of 
their programs in these retrans-
mitted broadcast signals.

Quality data inform everything we 
do. Hundreds of thousands of data 
points are identified, tracked, veri-
fied, and processed so that we can 
deliver results for our affiliates. 
 
This complex and exacting process 
begins with the tariff. The distant 
television signal retransmission tar-
iff is the law in Canada (established 
under the Canadian Copyright Act), 
and governs both retransmitters  
and rightsholders. As a condition  
of this regime, the tariff – that is, 
the royalties the CRC can collect 
from retransmitters – is set by the 
Copyright Board of Canada. This 
time, the tariff process was excep-
tionally long (5+ years) and  
complex. It included litigating the 
case to increase royalties, and par-
ticipating in a study to determine 
the CRC’s share of these revenues. 
There were two major advances. 
 
Quantum The CRC worked with 
Canada’s eight other sanctioned  
retransmission collectives to prepare 
a joint case to increase royalties for 
rightsholders. Informed by expert  
industry and economic analyses,  
the collectives presented extensive 
oral and written evidence to the 
Copyright Board in support of our 
case, and in response to the retrans-
mitters’ presentation. The Copyright 
Board ultimately certified substan-
tial increases for 2014-2018, up 
from 98 cents per subscriber per 
month in 2013 to $1.17 by the end 
of the five years (see Quantum notes 
in table on page 4). An interim tariff 
(98 cents) ensured there was no  
interruption in collection and distri-
bution of royalties to our affiliates 
throughout this period. 
 

Allocation As in previous years, a 
comprehensive viewing study was 
used to determine each collective’s 
share of total royalties. This time, 
FWS – representing major league 
sports – conducted the study. As  
a result of this analysis (and the  
extensive work the CRC and others 
did to participate in the study and 
ensure the study data was represen-
tative), the CRC’s share increased 
from 14.85% to 16.1% (in effect 
from January 1, 2016). 
 
 
Royalties 
The quantum and allocation 
changes noted above have resulted 
in record increases for the CRC: 
$18 million more in royalties due 
retroactively to our affiliates – 8% in 
2014, 16% in 2015, and 29% for 
2016-2018. (See CRC Share in 
table on page 4 for details.) And 
with the 2014-2018 tariff certified, 
work has begun on the next tariff, 
2019-2023. There will be no inter-
ruption in the flow of royalties to our 
affiliates, because an interim tariff 
beginning in 2019 was set by the 
Copyright Board. This ensures that 
the CRC can collect at the increased 
quantum ($1.17 per subscriber) 
and increased allocation (16.1%) 
beginning in 2019.

Foundation

The foundation we created many 
years ago serves the CRC – and our 
affiliates – well. It ensures that we 
can deliver on our mandate in the 
most productive, transparent, and 
cost-effective manner. 
 
 
Policies 
The CRC’s Board of Directors had 
the foresight to create principles, 
policies, and practices to govern fair 
and equitable royalty distribution, 
guide the daily work of the organiza-
tion, and allow us to be both respon-
sive and proactive. The CRC is a 
not-for-profit organization. Cost  
effectiveness is integral to our work, 
and we have consistently operated 
at a cost-to-revenue ratio of below 
8%. In both 2017 and 2018, oper-
ating expenses were just 7.5% of 
revenue. 
 
 
Distribution 
The CRC distributes royalties  
according to clearly-defined policies 
and procedures. Our royalty distribu-
tion formula is supply-based, taking 
into account the actual number of 
hours of programming and the num-
ber of subscribers to whom the  
programs have been retransmitted. 
Royalties are distributed one year in 
arrears, and all reserves are released 
within three years of the year of  
retransmission. 
 
The royalty pool for each year is 
based on audited figures and  
includes royalties plus interest  
minus costs of operation.

Affiliates 
The affiliates we represent are a  
diverse group of film and television 
producers from across Canada and 
around the world that have the right 
to collect retransmission royalties. 
CRC affiliates include independent 
Canadian program producers, pro-
ducers of programs shown on Public 
Broadcasting Service (PBS), and 
Réseau Outre-Mer 1ère (RFO), edu-
cational TV producers in Canada 
(except Télé-Québec), all foreign 
producers and broadcasters outside 
North America, and producers of 
music videos used in Canadian  
programs. The CRC represents  
U.S. programs only when they are  
retransmitted on a PBS station or 
RFO. 
 
 
Eligibility 
Who’s eligible to become an affiliate 
and collect retransmission royalties 
from the CRC? All of these criteria 
must apply: 
• They own the copyright in a pro-

gram, or the owner has granted 
them the right to collect royalties. 

• Their rights apply to Canada, and 
their program has been transmit-
ted on a retransmitted signal. 

• They haven’t given away their right 
to collect retransmission royalties 
(such as through a broadcast  
licence agreement).

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• Copyright Act Review 
A five-year review – mandated by 
section 92 of the Canadian Copy-
right Act – was launched in 
December 2017. Concurrent  
with this, the federal government 
launched a study to consider  
remuneration and rights manage-
ment models for artists and cre-
ative industries in March 2018. 
The CRC’s submissions in both 
processes encourage broader dis-
tribution of audiovisual programs, 
but only if creators receive their 
fair share of the economic value  
of that expanded distribution.  
The existing retransmission royalty 
regime attempts to balance the  
interests of each stakeholder: 
viewers, retransmitters, broad- 
casters, and creators. With this 
balance in mind, our view is that 
the retransmission regime should 
be updated to ensure its continued 
application to newer – and future – 
broadcast technologies. 

 
In spring 2019, the two federal 
government departments, charged 
with these reviews, tabled their  
reports with numerous recommen-
dations. As of fall 2019, both  
the timing of the government’s  
response and the outcome are  
uncertain. 

 
• Program distribution 

The Canadian Radio-television and 
Telecommunications Commission 
(CRTC) was asked by the Canadian 
government to examine the future 
of program distribution in Canada 
and how to support a vibrant  
domestic market in a competitive 
global economy. As part of this, 
the CRTC will examine the role 
and effectiveness of the regulatory 
approach to streaming audiovisual 
programs online (which – unlike 
traditional broadcasting – does not 
trigger retransmission royalties). 
The CRC anticipates proceedings 
in 2020. 

 

• Canadian Broadcasting  
and Telecommunications 
Legislative Review 
In 2018, the government launched 
a review to ensure that Canada’s 
legislation framework keeps up 
with industry and technological 
changes. The review will examine  
a range of issues, including tele-
communications and content  
creation in the digital age, net 
neutrality, and cultural diversity. 
The panel’s final report is due in 
January 2020. 

 
• United States-Mexico-Canada 

Agreement (USMCA) 
Retransmission rights were created 
as part of copyright reform and the 
Canada-United States Free Trade 
Agreement (the predecessor to 
NAFTA), so the CRC closely moni-
tored negotiations for the new 
USMCA. The final agreement has 
not been ratified, but as it stands 
in the fall of 2019, there are no 
plans to alter the retransmission 
regime in any way.
